Enables user to exercise one leg at a time while keeping the other leg stationary

Safer and easier to use by those who have difficulty operating a conventional treadmill,
according to the inventor

Includes feature for dialing 911 in event of a medical emergency, as well convenience features
such as magazine and cup holders

Operated like a scooter, providing a fun alternative to using regular treadmills
Could be used by children or anyone who wants an alternative form of exercise

Portable machine can be folded up and moved for compact, out-of-the-way storage

Consists of a modified treadmill measuring approximately 75 by 28 inches (could be offered in a
range of sizes to suit customers’ needs)

Running surface is 20 by 57 inches, speed range is 0.5 to 11

mph, user weight limit is approximately 325 pounds and

treadmill weight is approximately

275 pounds

Device includes a phone, a detachable seat (for use by those

who have trouble standing), and height-adjustable legs (to

adapt the treadmill for use by individuals of different heights, including children)

Console is equipped with a computer screen that slides under the console
for storage

Scooter platform can be raised approximately 6 inches above treadmill belt

Unit is operated via a computerized control and key-activated on/off switch

Control panel includes speed/incline buttons, a mileage/distance counter, speedometer, calorie
counter, touch-sensitive pulse-reading device, a “CALL 911" emergency button, and on/off

controls for each side of the treadmill

Handlebar assembly is wired to a hand-brake lever; Side supports are included for additional
stability

Frontal portion includes holders for a magazine, cup and towel

Incorporated into each side of base is a small platform that accommodates the user’s foot

With the platform in a raised position, individual can operate treadmill as if riding a conventional
kick scooter (treadmill can be used in the conventional manner for walking or jogging with the




platforms in their lowered or “stowed” positions

To operate device, individual first engages power switch using the key and activates the “on”
switch for the appropriate side of the treadmill; next, user steps onto treadmill, activates the
motor and belt, selects appropriate speed, and begins walking or jogging as if using a regular
treadmill

User can raise one platform to appropriate height, place corresponding foot on platform, and
push on treadmill’s belt with the other foot; after several minutes, the platform can be lowered
and the opposite platform raised
